A THEOLOGY OF MAKING

“Our failure is not that we chose earth over
heaven: it is that we fail to see the divine in
the earth, already active and working, pouring
forth grace and spilling glory into our lives.

If Christ announced his
postresurrection reality into the darkness,
even into hell, as the Bible and Christian
catechism suggests, then, as theologian
Abraham Kuyper put it, there is not one inch
of earth that Christ does not call "Mine!”
